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The cold storage holdings for the month of May were reported to be 
181,071,000 pounds.  This is a decrease of 21,451,000 pounds which is 
substantial, especially given the present state of the economy.  (See below) 
 
 

 
Domestic movement has been very good.  Many customers that did not 
cover their full needs as they normally do have been actively looking to 
secure additional product.  This is an indication that the sales forecast looks 
promising. 
 
In addition to heavy movement domestically, export reports for the month of 
April show increased sales of inshell pecans to the Asian market.  Reports 
show an increase of eight million pounds for a total movement of 29 million 
pounds of inshell pecans through April of 2009.  These numbers do not take 
into consideration any movement from Mexico. 
 
These above factors have caused the meat market to firm, especially in 
regards to bigger halves.  Be that as it may, the outlook for the upcoming 



crop looks very good both in the U.S. and in Mexico.  With consumption in 
the U.S., Mexico and now in China, let’s hope Mother Nature cooperates to 
produce a good supply. 
 
On June 9th, the Louisiana Pecan Grower’s Association issued an estimate 
for the 2009 pecan crop.  The report is as follows: 
 

 
 
 
This estimate appears to be stated much lower than its potential.  Of course, 
it is still too early to be sure of anything at this time which is why we have 
been doing our own study for the past 22 years.  My son, Nick DiGregorio, 



will begin his annual trip on July 4th.  As soon as we finalize our study, we 
will report our findings.
